A good test has three characteristics : Reliability, validity and
administratability. Let us study reliability of tests as follows :

Reliability means the stability of the test scores. The results are
consistent. A test that gives different results on different occasions
is not reliable. Test reliability can be determined in a number of
ways.

First, it can be determined to re-test the same individual with
the same test. If the results of the two tests are highly the same
it can be assumed that the test had temporal stability.

The second method of determining reliability is with the use of
alternate or parallel forms. It can be determined with different
versions of the same test which are equally difficult, lengthy, with
the same time limit, format etc.

The third method for estimating reliability of a test consists in
giving a single administration of one form of the test and then
by dividing the items into the two halves, obtaining scores for
each individual.

The reliability of their evaluations can easily be
checked by comparing the scores given for the same students’
answers.
